Code of Conduct Agreement

Youth sport programs play in important role in promoting the physical, social and emotional development of our children.  Therefore, it’s essential for parents, coaches, and officials to encourage youth athletes to embrace the values of good sportsmanship and to lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect and self-control.

Therefore, the New Providence PAL has adopted the following policy to be strictly adhered to while attending, coaching, officiating, volunteering or participating in a PAL sponsored event.  Behavior will conform to the following code of conduct:

SPORTSMANSHIP

1) Participant will not engage in any form of unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.

2) Participant will not encourage children, or any other person, to engage in any form of unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.
3) Participant will refrain from using any profanity.

4) Participant will not encourage any children, or any other persons, to use profanity.

SAFETY

5) Participant will not engage in any behavior which would endanger the health, safety, or well being of any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.
6) Participant will not encourage children, or any other persons, to engage in any behavior which would endanger the health, safety, or well being of any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee.
GOOD HEALTH

7) Participant will not use any drugs or alcohol while at a youth sports event, and will not attend, coach, officiate or participate in a youth sport event while under the influence of any drugs or alcohol.

8) Participant will not permit children, or encourage any other person to use drugs or alcohol while at youth sports event, and will not permit children, or encourage any other person, to attend, coach, officiate or participate in a youth sport event while under the influence of any drugs or alcohol.

SELF CONTROL

9) Participant will not engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at any coach, parent, participant, official, or any other attendee.

10)  Participant will not encourage children, or any other persons, to engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at any coach, parent, participant, official, or any other attendee.

11)  Participant will not initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, player, participant, official, or any other attendee.

12)  Participant will not encourage children or any other persons to initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, player, participant, official, or any other attendee.

RESPECT

13)  Participant will treat any coach, parent, player, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of race, creed, religion, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, or ability.

14)  Participant will encourage and promote the fair treatment and respect to any coach, parent, player, participant, official, or any other attendee regardless of race, creed, religion, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, or ability.

15)  Participants are prohibited from any acts of harassment, intimidation or bullying. The New Providence PAL seeks to uphold a safe and civil environment at all sponsored events in an effort to promote our core values and mission statement.
All coaches, parents, players, participants, volunteers, officials, or any other attendees are held accountable to the policies outlined above.  Should any of these code of conduct polices be violated, the actors involved will be subject to disciplinary action by the NP PAL Board, or any official persons who is authorized, including but not limited to the following.  
1) Verbal warning.

2) Written warning

3) Suspension or immediate ejection from the youth sport event

4) Suspension from multiple youth sport events

5) Season suspension or multiple season suspension

Factors for determining consequences may include age, developmental and maturity levels, degree of harm, surrounding circumstances, nature and severity of the behavior, prior incidents (patterns), relationship of the parties involved, and the context for which the infraction occurred.

Our goal is to provide structured and safe programs that aid in our children’s maturation and development.  

It is with these goals in mind, that the New Providence PAL strongly embraces these codes of conduct and will seek to enforce any violations that do not uphold these principals.
